- NOTICE OF RACE -

Patriots Return International Team Racing Challenge 2009

2. The event will be governed by the current Racing Rules of  Sailing, Appendix D, the current Team Racing call book and the event Sailing Instructions.
3. The event basis will be four boat umpired team racing round robin with a crew of four per 1720.  

4. The sailing Instructions will be posted on the following websites www.rayc.ie 
5. Entries will be by invitation of the Organising authority only. Entry fee is €1,100 per team of two boats inclusive of social programme for team of 8 sailors
6. The sailing venue is the Royal Irish Club Dun Laoghaire www.riyc.ie by their kind permission.
7. The race briefing will be held in the Royal Irish Yacht Club Dun Laoghaire September 4th 1830 hrs.

8. The boats to be raced will be 1720 Class supplied by the organising authority and shall be deemed to comply with their class rules.

10. Damage Deposit of Euro 1,000 per team will be payable on registration. 
11. Racing will take place in Dublin Bay

12. Boats will be rotated per race schedule and allocation for practice will be made in advance of the event. Teams availing of this will be required to register before taking the boats to sea.
